yros Museum is one of the oldest archaeological museums in

Greece. It was founded in 1834-35 and is now housed in the
Municipal Offices in Ermoupoli, an important monument designed
by the famous architect E. Ziller.
Syros Museum was originally founded as the main museum for the
prefecture of the Cyclades of which Syros is the capital. With the
foundation of local museums on the other islands, however, it has
been confined since the end of the last century to finds from Syros.
A number of objects have remained in the Syros Museum, how-
ever, which had long formed part of its collection, such as reliefs
from Amorgos and Kythnos, and small finds from a variety of other
places, such as Aegina, Boeotia, etc.
The most important group in the Museum, however, is the collec-
tion of finds from the settlement at Chalandriani, which stands on
a steep hill in the middle of the east coast of Syros, where large
sections of the fortifications have been uncovered, along with the
remains of houses and metal and pottery workshops. This settle-
ment, which is considered one of the most important of the so-
called Early Cycladic civilization, dates from the second half of the
3rd millennium BC (2400/2300-2100 BC).
The majority of these finds, works of marble-carving, pottery and
metal-working, are grave-offerings yielded by the excavations of

the Archaeological Society at Chalandriani, during which about 600
tombs have been discovered. A small number of these are dis-
played in the Syros Museum, while the majority have been taken to
the National Archaeological Museum in Athens.

There are scattered finds from the island dating from the end of the
Prehistoric period to the 8th c. BC, belonging to Mycenaean and
Geometric times, though they do not help us to form an overall
picture of life on Syros at these periods.

During the Classical period (5th-4th c. BC), Syros remained in the
shadow of the neighbouring island of Delos, though it had an inde-
pendent constitution that imitated many features of the Athenian.
By contrast, the island was more prosperous in Hellenistic and Ro-
man times.

Syros Museum also contains a number of chance finds from the
island, a few sculptures and inscriptions, and several grave stelai, the
majority of them dating from the Hellenistic period.

Great interest also attaches to an Egyptian statuette of black gran-
ite, which was presented to the Museum some time ago. It depicts
the priest Anchapis and dates, according to the inscription on it, to
730 BC (22nd Dynasty).
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
